1-1. Introduction: security and justice statistics

Presenting this data to the competent
authorities in order to make the necessary and
quick decisions regarding any circumstances that
threaten the security and stability of the country
and to formulate policies.

3-1. Methodology

Data is collected from sources using annual
administrative records. The methodology
measures some aspects related to crimes and
cases referred to the courts through which plans
and policies are drawn up by decision makers.
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1-4. Concepts

1-4-1 . Criminal Offences:

Criminal acts in general are those that the
government considers to be a threat to
public safety and well-being. many crimes
are classified according to their severity into
a misdemeanor or a felony.

They are crimes committed by a person or
persons intentionally ( intentionally) or
negligently, with the presence of intent if the
perpetrator commits the act willingly,
knowingly, and with the intention of causing
the punishable result, and its purpose is a
criminal result of the crimes and penal code,
article (11)crimes are two types 1- Crimes
punishable by mourning or retaliation 2-
Crimes for which is punished, division of
crimes according to their seriousness from
article (15) crimes divided according to their
seriousness into two types : serious crimes
and non- serious crimes .

Article (16): Serious crimes are those
punished with an absolute sentence,
retaliation in person, a statement by a party
or imprisonment for a period exceeding
three years.

Article (17) Non-serious crimes are those
punishable by blood money, bribery,
imprisonment for a period not exceeding

three years, or a fine. (Source: the crimes and penal
code and its amendments/ Yemen).

1-4-2. Banditry:

It is the appearance to take money, kill or
terrorize , arrogantly , and to fight . in the
text of article (306) of the Yemeni Penal
Code, it means attacking people by force,
regardless of whether it is on the public road
desert, building, sea or plane, frightening
them and terrorizing them for their lives,
money or the honor of one person, a group
or any other person. illegal purpose,
forcefully or openly, which causes fear and
te rrorist(Source: aba-crime, https://doafeer.net )

An intentional explosion is one that
causes human or material losses.

Seizing and trespassing on the property
of another person without his consent
with the intention of depriving him of the
benefit of it, weather it is money or
property from homes, shops, cars, etc.
